Age Limits

Applicants to pre-kindergarten must be 4 years old on or before September 1.
Applicants to kindergarten must be 5 years old on or before September 1. Applicants
who are a year older than our chronological age groupings will be assessed with an age
appropriate peer group.

Student Visits

Student visits are scheduled by the Admission office. Pre-k applicants visit in groups of
6-10 for about an hour on a Friday or Saturday morning. Kindergarten applicants visit
in groups of 8-12 for about an hour on either Monday afternoon or Saturday morning.
Grade 1 applicants visit in a group a about 90 minutes. Applicants to grades 2-5 visit
individually for a Wednesday morning or afternoon in their current grade.
